Allow to cool slightly
in the pan until the cake pulls away from the sides a bit. Remove from pan
or serve from pan with butter. Very sweet, so needs no honey on top.

*I made 2-9 x 13 pans because one was nearly to the top!

i_arry Boehme, host of this teardrop gathering, has a neighbor who has traveled extensively in Central America

for Stove Team International.! The team helps build factories that make the Ecocine cook stove.! We campers
enjoyed a great demonstration.

The Ecocine is portable, uses 50% less firewood than the traditional open fire to cook on, is almost smokeless, is
economical to make, and is affordable. The stove has a two-foot diameter top with it being heated via heat rising
and spreading out under the cooking surface.

Best of all, small children and women wearing the traditional long dress are no longer endangered from being
burned by open flame cooking.! The homeOs kitchen is no longer smoked filled reducing all sort respiratory
ailments. Local firewood is all gone so less time is needed for native people to travel long distances to get wood.

1/2 t nutmeg

1 C Pumpkin puree

1/4 C (1/2 stick) melted butter
1 t vanilla

2 t cinnamon

1 t ginger

1/2 t sal

1/4 t cloves

2 C butter milk

1/2 C brown sugar

Combine all dry items and whisk together all liquids, eggs butter milk, pumpkin, sugar, butter and vanilla in
another bow! until smooth.! Add flour mixture and blend. If you are making waffles and have leftovers you can
freeze them and use them in the toaster for a latter treat.
